Initial references (or rather bibliography) professional communities.
Context: the subject area that I lead at Northampton, ‘teachers continuing professional development’ is involved in a lot of projects involving understanding the nature of professional communities among teachers. Most of these are local but some international, specifically with Poland, Trinidad and Tobago, and this one with Egypt.
With support from colleagues we are therefore trying to build robust conceptual frameworks to understand these communities and the knowledge that they share, so that once in place we don’t have to repeat this effort with every project. 
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
